As many of you know, 
my life is not only cen-
tered on the Hotel Has-
sler but also on 
CABSS. An organiza-
tion where I reside as 
President and very pas-
sionate about support-
ing deaf and deafblind 
children and their fami-
lies to ensure that they 
do not feel abandoned 
and alone. I am very 
pleased with all of the 
theoretical, practical 
and fundraising work 
being done at the or-
ganization. 

 

We have a long-
standing collaboration 
with the Fulbright 
Commission. Each 
year, we give an oppor-
tunity to a deaf student 
to specialize in the 
United States at Gallau-
det University. We also 
collaborate with the 
George Brown College 
located in Toronto, 
Canada which is one of 
the world’s leaders in 
Deafblindness. In July, 
we participated at an 
event dedicated to rais-
ing awareness on ac-
cessibility and the re-
duction of communica-
tion barriers. 

 

Our annual Christmas 
event was held for the 
second year at the 
Teatro Sistina where 
spectators got the op-
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It is also necessary to develop stand-
ardized mental health, early inter-
vention practices and mental health 
service projects planned and directed 
by deaf, hard of hearing and deaf-
blind professionals. In addition pro-
fessionals should be encouraged to 
share good practices and fight 
against laws that discriminate 
against people with sensory disabili-
ties and/or  psychological distress 
that exclude their right to be able to 
give consent to treatment. 
 
CABSS Onlus, inspired by the Bel-
fast Declaration, is committed daily 
to offering deaf and deafblind chil-
dren, and their families, unique early 
intervention programs in Italy car-
ried out by qualified professionals 
who have specialized training. 
 
 
 

The ESMHD SIG Meeting & Inter-
national Conference for Social Pro-
vision for Deaf Services was held 
just weeks before the International 
Day of Persons with Disabilities. 
Professionals and renowned interna-
tional experts met on November 
15th to 17th 2018 in the city of 
Wrexham, North Wales. The aim of 
the meeting was to encourage the 
provision of adequate services to 
deaf people of all ages and training 
of deaf professionals. Given the 
theme of the meeting, the Statement 
on Mental Health and Deafness ap-
proved at the 6th ESMHD World 
Congress in Belfast in September 
2014 was strongly recalled and re-
launched. 
 
The Belfast Statement is based on 
the The United Nations Convention 
on the Rights of Persons with Disa-
bilities which emphasizes equality, 
freedom and dignity of all individu-
als as the only way to create an in-
clusive, supportive and respectful 
society. A society that individuals 
with disabilities are guaranteed their 
fundamental rights and able to fully 
participate in the political, social, 
economic, and cultural spheres. 
 
The Belfast Declaration affirms the 
fundamental rights and freedoms of 
deaf, hard of hearing and deafblind 
people of all ages, respecting their 
linguistic and cultural identity and 
health needs. The right to full access 
to treatment and authorization and 
rehabilitation therapies is empha-
sized from the assessment phase to 
the implementation of a treatment 
plan. The deaf, hard of hearing or 
deafblind patient must be evaluated 
and treated by a qualified profes-
sionals who are aware of and re-
spectful of their social, linguistic and 
cultural identity. 
 
In particular, the Declaration affirms 
the right to mental health services 
that respects the specific needs of 
deaf, hard of hearing and deafblind 
people. The declaration recognizes 
the right of patients with sensory 
disabilities and psychological dis-

tress to obtain clear and accessible 
information in their preferred lan-
guage, communication method and/
or chosen technological device to be 
able to give a conscious and volun-
tary consent to treatment. 
 
The Declaration highlights the right 
to mental health services that puts 
the person at the center acting, on 
his/her behalf, in a transparent and 
responsible way. It recognizes and 
accepts the role played by family 
members, friends and other profes-
sionals who revolve around the pa-
tient. Finally, importance is placed 
on the individual's right to an equal 
participation in planning their care 
program. 
 
In order for these rights to be fully 
implemented, the Declaration calls 
for governments, non-governmental 
organizations, centers offering 
health services and all interested 
stakeholders to be actively involved. 
It is necessary that national laws 
recognize the rights of deaf, hard of 
hearing and deafblind people, by 
promoting the dissemination of cul-
turally and linguistically accessible 
mental health services starting from 
an early age.

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CHARGE Syndrome - Part 3: Behaviors  

In this issue of our newsletter we 
would like to focus on how pain, 
sensory issues, and anxiety impact 
the behavior of individuals with 
CHARGE Syndrome.  

 

Pain 

Recent research shows that indivi-
duals with CHARGE experience 
more frequent, intense, and chronic 
pain and may communicate pain in a 
different way due to communicate 
and sensory deficits. Those who 
have communication challenges may 
not have the tools to express pain. 
Even for those with more formal 
communication, pain can impact 
adaptive functioning skills such as 
understanding, using language and 
socializing.  Recent research has 
found that individuals with CHAR-
GE tolerate a significant amount of 
pain and are likely to communicate 
pain through problem behavior.  

 

Sensory Issues 

In CHARGE syndrome all of the 
sensory systems may be malfunctio-
ning for various reasons. The beha-
viors in CHARGE syndrome origi-
nate from the complex multisensory 
impairments present in the condi-
tion. It can also impact the child’s 
reactivity and access to information 
in their environment. There may be 
specific problems with the sensory 
receptors or problems with the nerve 
pathways that connect the sensory 
receptors to the brain such as the 
cranial nerves and/or malformations 
of the brain itself. Many children 

with CHARGE syndrome have sen-
sory systems that are not integrated 
enough to effectively respond to 
stimulation in a well-modulated 
way. Sensory input can sometimes 
overload the child and create strong 
aversive responses creating an in-
crease in self stimulatory behavior.   

 

Anxiety 

Anxiety, anxious behavior and dia-
gnosed anxiety disorders are com-
mon concerns among individuals 
with CHARGE syndrome and their 
caregivers. Individuals with CHAR-
GE syndrome are exposed to situa-
tions and circumstances that contri-
bute to a higher level of anxiety such 
as pain, sensory overload or under-
load and lack of predictability in the 
environment. Anticipation of pain 
can lead to higher levels of anxiety. 
Sensory impairments and difficulties 
in gathering and processing informa-
tion can lead to lack of understan-
ding of one’s environment and the 
progression of events. This lack of 
predictability can significantly in-
crease anxiety and increase beha-
viors aimed at communicating di-
stress or obtaining security.   

 

Self Regulation 

There are four major systems invol-
ved in self-regulation: cognition, 
behavior, emotion and physiology. 
Self regulation develops through 
caregiver responsiveness, the child’s 
interactions with the environment 
and physiological development.  All 

three may not be present for children 
with CHARGE and self-regulation 
strategies must be taught to help 
them to be able to regulate pain, 
sensory systems and anxiety, as well 
as the ability to identify and express 
emotions about pain.  

 

In conclusion it is crucial for pa-

rents, medical professionals, educa-

tors to first rule out pain when pro-

blem behaviors occur. Problematic 

behaviors in CHARGE are complex 

and need careful analysis before 

putting interventions in place. Chil-

dren must be supported in compen-

sating for multi-sensory impairment 

to ensure that information is accessi-

ble. Anxiety can be reduced by mar-

king changes in routine and anticipa-

ted events in order to make the envi-

ronment more predictable. Children 

need to be taught self regulation 

skills to be able to work through and 

be able to communicate when expe-

riencing pain, regulate sensory input 

and to lower anxiety levels.

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Accessibility and Breaking down Communication 
Barriers 

On July 12th 2018 experts in acces-
sibility and communication and rep-
resentatives of institutions and asso-
ciations met to discuss the issues 
about accessibility and communica-
tion at the MoMeC Montecitorio 
Meeting Center. 
 
The Minister for the Family and 
Disability, Lorenzo Fontana, provid-
ed the opportunity to discuss issues 
arising from deafness, often know as 
an invisible disability. Presentations 
were done about the living condi-
tions of deaf people by a multi-
displinary team of experts and good 
practices were shared in terms of 
accessibility and inclusion.  
 
Among the experts, Dr. Stefania 
Fadda represented CABSS, as Direc-
tor and President of the European 
Society for Mental Health and Deaf-
ness (ESMHD). She did a presenta-
tion on Deafness, Deafblindness and 
Psychological Well-being. 
 
 

CABSS and ESMHD believes that 
depriving deaf and deafblind chil-
dren the opportunity to communicate 
in their chosen modality goes against 
their fundamental rights, as stated in 
the ESMHD Bad Ischl Declaration 
(Austria, 2003), in the World Decla-
ration of Worcester (South Africa, 
2005), and Belfast Statement on 
Mental Health and Deafness

The Hotel Hassler Celebrates its 125th Anniversary 

and Roberto Wirth 40 years as Manager 

Piazza di Spagna has an atmosphere 
that exudes beauty, wonder and 
grandeur. Home to one of the most 
famous staircases in the world. At 
the top of the stairs stands the 
Church of the Santissima Trinità dei 
Monti and to its left the Hotel Has-
sler, the international symbol of 
Roman hospitality and the "home" 
of Roberto Wirth. 
 
On November 28th Hotel Hassler 
celebrated its 125th anniversary and 
Roberto Wirth his 40th as owner and 
manager. A hotel that has a history 
of international awards and has wel-
comed some of the most famous 
celebrities, officials and royal fami-
lies as guests, making it one of the 
most prestigious hotels in the world 
and Roberto Wirth, its owner, one of 
the best known managers in Italy 
and abroad. 
 
The evening was a tribute to the city 
of Rome and to the Swiss origins of 
the Hassler.  Roberto Wirth comes 
from a Swiss dynasty of hoteliers. Its 
first being Franz-Josef Bucher, con-
sidered one of the pioneers of the 
hotel industry in Europe, who in 
1890 commissioned his son-in-law 
Heinrich Wirth, Roberto's grandfa-
ther, to take over the Albergo Miner-
va and management of the Quirinale 
Hotel in Rome. Under the direction 
of Wirth, the hotel soon became one 
of the most prominent in the city.  
 
In 1921, Oscar, son of Heinrich and 
father of Roberto Wirth, managed 
the Hassler Roma with another 
Swiss hotelier, Alberto Hassler who 
later became the sole owner. The 
hotel was then requisitioned during 
the Second World War by the U.S. 
Air Force to be used as their head-
quarters in Rome. In 1947 it was 
then reopened and entirely renovat-
ed. 
 
Roberto Wirth was awarded a medal 
by the Presidente of the Assemblea 
Capitolina Marcello di Vito recog-
nizing his work in the hotel industry. 
The city representatives who attend-
ed the celebration included Vice 
Sindaco Luca Bergamo, the Presi-
dent of the Commissione di Roma 
Capitale Turismo Carola Penna, the 
Assessore allo Sviluppo economico, 
Turismo e Lavoro Carlo Cafarotti 
and the Ministro del Turismo Gian 
Marco Centinaio.
